WATER DISTRIBUTION OPERATIONS SUPERVISOR – 1370 

DEFINITION: 

Under direction, to supervise staff in the monitoring and operation of equipment necessary 
to regulate the flow and pressure of potable water through a distribution system; and to 
perform related work. 

 * EXAMPLES OF DUTIES: 

• Supervises and directs subordinate staff in the monitoring and operation of a potable 
water distribution system; 

• Develops and administers a comprehensive training program for subordinate 
operators; 

• Develops standards of performance; 
• Rates and evaluates work of subordinates; 
• Recommends employee discipline and recognition; 
• Develops work procedures and practices for assigned unit; 
• Analyzes and recommends operations, maintenance, planning, safety procedures, and 

programs; 
• Operates or supervises the operation of the computerized control system for a potable 

water distribution system; 
• Supervises and coordinates the repair, service installation, or removal of equipment 

in the control and distribution systems; 
• Assists in preparing the unit budget.

Diego; OR two years full-time experience operating a large metropolitan potable water 
distribution system.  Possession of a valid Grade D4 Water Distribution Operator Certificate 
issued from the California State Water Resources Control Board; OR official notification 
issued from the California State Water Resources Control Board stating successful passage of 
the examination for Grade D4 Water Distribution Operator Certificate.  Possession of a valid 
California Class C Driver’s License. 
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
