As part of our program to provide safe and
healthy drinking water, the City of San Diego
owns and operates nine resexoirs. 10 protect
this water supply, we carefully manage public
activities at the reseroirs, use efficient and low
emisson motors on rental and patrol boats,
and educate nearby resdents about how activ-
ities at their homes can affect water quality.

You can do your part to protect our drink-
ing water supply and natural habitat by:
